GIVING CHANGE TO CUSTOMERS
Employee Training
Okay, so you “rang” up your customers purchases.  Your customer hands you the money to pay for the items.  Now you must subtract the Amount of Purchase from the Amount Received.  The formula looks like this:

   Amount Received

-Amount of Purchase


   Customer’s change

Below is a chart listing the amount the customer spent and the money he/she gave you to pay for his/her items.

For each of the following transactions, figure the amount of change to be given to the customer.  Subtract the “Amount of Purchase” from the “Amount Received.”  Write your answer in the column titled “Change to give back to customer.”  The first one is done for you.  And YES, you may use a calculator.  Business people use tools to do the math.  We don’t do it in our heads!
